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Abstract

This study was conducted to examine the influencing factors of passing the nursing license
examination of graduated nurses of Phra-Pok-Klao Nursing College, Chanthaburi in the academic year
2006. The subjects were 71 graduated nurses of the Bachelor of Nursing Science (B.N.S) program and 88
graduated nurses of the Diploma in Nursing Science (Dip.N.S) program. Data were collected by
questionnaires and reviewing secondary data. The statistics used in this study included descriptive
statistics, Pearson’s correlation, and multiple regression. The results were as follows:

1. The overall percentage of the graduated nurses passing the examination was 51.57%. The
passing rates of the B.N.S program and the Dip.N.S program were 42.25 and 59.09%, respectively.

2. There were statistically significant correlations between the passing rate of the examination
and GPA for the total of graduated nurses. However, there was no significant correlation between the
passing rate of the examination and GPA of the graduated nurses in the B.N.S program. For the Dip.N.S
program, there was a significant correlation between the passing rate of the examination and GPA
(p <.05). In addition, it was found that among graduated nurses of the Dip.N.S program, those who earned
GPA higher than 3.00 were more likely to pass the examination than the ones who earned GPA < 3.00 for
17.26 times.

3. The passing rates of the examination were correlated with the GPA of the obstetric nursing
course and mental health nursing and psychiatric nursing course (p < .001 and <.05, respectively) for the
B.N.S. program, while there were no significant correlations between the results of the nursing license
examination and any courses in the Dip.N.S program.

In conclusion, the influencing factors of passing the nursing license examination of graduated nurses
included the GPA of the program, and the GPA of the obstetric nursing course and mental health nursing and
psychiatric nursing course. There were no significant predictors found in this study. These findings suggest
that to increase the passing rate of the nursing license examination, the nursing instructors should arrange
additional learning activities for the nursing students who have GPA lower than 3.00. Moreover, the
mstructors should evaluate the students’ outcomes which are tested in the nursing license examination, so

that the students are prepared in the area evaluated in the nursing license examination.
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
